CRUZ-ZAYAS was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to charges of illegal re-entry by a deported alien.  On April 19, 2003, in Missoula, CRUZ-ZAYAS, a citizen of Mexico who had previously been deported on February 8, 2002, through Portland, Oregon, unlawfully entered the United States without receiving permission from the Attorney General of the United States or his successor, the Secretary of Homeland Security, to apply for re-entry.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Kris McLean prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Bureau of Immigration and Customs Enforcement.
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
