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RONALD GEIST SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Missoula, on November 13, 2003, before Chief U.S. District Judge Donald W. Molloy, RONALD GEIST appeared for sentencing.  GEIST was sentenced to a term of:

GEIST was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to threatening a federal officer.  GEIST was originally scheduled to appear in Billings for jury duty on November 18, 2002, but the trial was cancelled.  On November 18, 2002, a Deputy clerk of Court received a phone call from GEIST who told her, “If there’s any kind of snow storm between here and Billings I’m not showing up.  I don’t care how many Goddamn fucking U.S. Marshal’s you send and fix your fucking recording.”  GEIST was then rescheduled for a December 9, 2002, trial date.  On December 3, 2002,the Deputy Clerk of Court received a call from GEIST who stated “if you hang up on me again, I’ll come down there and rip your fucking face off.”


The Deputy Clerk of Court would have identified the conversations she had with GEIST and lay the factual basis for the charge.  She also was intimidated and threatened and that it interfered with the performance of her duties as a Deputy Clerk of the U.S. District Court for the District of Montana.  Two FBI Special Agents interviewed GEIST at his home after the phone calls were placed to the Clerk’s Office.  GEIST told them to, “tell that bitch to stop hanging up on me!”.  


Telephone records from Western Wireless showed that the phone calls placed from GEIST’ cell number to the Clerk’s Office in Billings on December 3, 2002, at the time the victim received the last call.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Jim Seykora prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Federal Bureau of Investigation.
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
