Forfeiture: 2 vehicles; a GMC Yukon and a Kawasaki motorcycle


SKEWIS was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea charges to distribution of methamphetamine.


Between September 2001 and September 2002, SKEWIS was involved in receiving multiple pound quantities of methamphetamine from a source of supply. On September 23, 2002, SKEWIS admitted he received more than 500 grams (approximately 30 pounds) of methamphetamine from his source.


By acknowledging the foregoing offense, SKEWIS shall forfeit to the United States any and all property derived from any proceeds he obtained directly or indirectly that were used in any manner to commit the offense.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Jim Seykora prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms and Explosives and the City County Special Investigations Unit located in Billings.
