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SHANE STEVEN WHITE SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

WHITE was sentenced after a 3-day trial in July 2003, where the jury convicted him of possession of a sawed-off shotgun.  Beginning before and continuing until sometime after January 21, 2002, in Butte, WHITE knowingly received and possessed a firearm, namely a Wards and Western Field, Model 93M-10A 20-gauge shotgun, no visible serial number, having an overall length of approximately 24 ½ inches and a barrel length of approximately 14 inches which was not registered to him in the National Firearms Registration and Transfer record.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Kris McLean prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms and Explosives and the Butte/Silver Bow Police.
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
