STANDLEY was sentenced after a jury found him guilty of two counts of distribution of OxyContin.  On November 9, 2001, and on February 6, 2002, in Lockwood, STANDLEY distributed oxycodone hyrochloride which is commonly known by the trade name OxyContin.  


Assistant U.S. Attorney Jim Seykora prosecuted this case for the United States.
