BECKMAN was sentenced after a jury found him guilty of being a felon-in-possession of a firearm and being a felon-in-possession of ammunition.  On March 5, 2002, near Lame Deer BECKMAN, having been convicted on October 21, 1980 of the felony crime of uttering counterfeit securities, possessed several firearms and ammunition.  BECKMAN had been convicted of uttering counterfeit securities in the United States District Court in the District of Mexico.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Marcia Hurd prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms and Explosives and the Bureau of Indian Affairs.
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
