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RACHEL ANNA LINN PLEADS GUILTY IN U.S. FEDERAL COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Missoula, on November 20, 2003, before Chief U.S. District Judge Donald W. Molloy, RACHEL ANNA LINN pled guilty to charges of conspiracy to import marijuana. Sentencing is set for February 27, 2004, at 9:00 a.m.


LINN acknowledged during the hearing that between October 1999, and January 2001, within Montana and other areas, she conspired with others to import not more than 50 kilograms of marijuana into the United States from Canada. 


LINN specifically admitted that on or about October 17, 1999, which was in fact during the period of the conspiracy, she participated in the smuggling of approximately 14 pounds of marijuana into the United States from Canada with two other individuals. LINN further admits that again on or about November 24, 1999, within the period of the conspiracy, she participated in this conspiracy which involved the smuggling of approximately 18 pounds of marijuana into the United States from Canada with the same two people.


LINN faces possible penalties of 5 years in prison, a $250,000 fine and 2 years supervised release.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Paulette Stewart prosecuted the case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Bureau of Immigration and Customs Enforcement and the Bureau of Customs and Border Protection.
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
