BROWN was convicted after a jury trial in September.  After the one-day trial, BROWN was found guilty of possession of a stolen firearm.  The jury found that on March 6, 2002, in Billings, BROWN possessed a stolen Smith and Wesson Model 317, l22 caliber revolver which had been shipped or transported in interstate or foreign commerce.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Ed Laws prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms and Explosives.
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
