KIDWELL was sentenced in connection with her guilty plea to identity theft.  
KIDWELL acknowledged that between February 17, 2003 and continuing until March 19, 2003, she used a social security number and other personal information belonging to another person to unlawfully obtain goods and services from several department stores and to establish a checking account at a financial institution. The incidents all occurred in the Helena area.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Kurt Alme prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Helena Police Department and the United States Secret Service Office of the Inspector General.
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
