STARR was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to conspiracy to distribute methamphetamine.  During 1998 and continuing through 2002, near Poplar and Wolf Point, STARR and others conspired to distribute methamphetamine.  Various cooperating witnesses and confidential informants had identified STARR as a source of methamphetamine on the Fort Peck Indian Reservation.  STARR received methamphetamine from several co-defendants for redistribution.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Marcia Hurd prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Fort Peck Tribe Criminal Investigations Unit and the Federal Bureau of Investigation.
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
