YOUPEE was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to charges of conspiracy to distribute methamphetamine and possession with intent to distribute methamphetamine within 1000 feet of a school.  On March 1, 2001, at or near Poplar and Wolf Point, YOUPEE and others knowingly conspired to distribute methamphetamine within 1000 feet of the Poplar Elementary School, Poplar Middle School, and Wolf Point High School and within 1000 feet of the Fort Peck Housing Authority and Poplar Housing Authority. The investigation was a cooperative effort between  cooperative effort between the Federal Bureau of Investigation and the Fort Peck Tribe Criminal Investigations Unit.
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
