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TERRI RAE TURBIVILLE SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

TURVIBILLE was sentenced in connection with her guilty plea to charges of conspiracy to manufacture methamphetamine and manufacturing methamphetamine. During the year 2000 and continuing through August 2002, in or near Bainville and Culbertson, TURBIVILLE and two co-conspirators conspired and agreed to manufacture methamphetamine.  TURBIVILLE and others obtained the instructions and supplies needed for the manufacturing operation, including but not limited to anhydrous ammonia, naptha, coffee filters, 70% alcohol, propane tanks strainers, table salt, ephedrine and various residue products of methamphetamine.  TURBIVILLE and one of the co-conspirators used the ingredients to unlawfully manufacture methamphetamine. 


Assistant U.S. Attorney Marcia Hurd prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between  the Fort Peck Tribe Law Enforcement and the Federal Bureau of Investigation.
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
