SKABO was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to conspiracy to manufacture methamphetamine and manufacture of methamphetamine.  In an Offer of Proof filed by the United States, the government stated it would prove at trial that beginning in 2000 and continuing until August, 2002, near Bainville and Culbertson, SKABO conspired with other parties in obtaining instructions and supplies needed for the manufacturing operation, and did manufacture methamphetamine during that period.  


Assistant U.S. Attorney Marcia Hurd prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Fort Peck Criminal Investigations Unit and the Federal Bureau of Investigation.
