GAMBA was re-sentenced after a successful appeal to the 9th Circuit Court of Appeals by the United States regarding the initial sentence he received after his 2002 conviction.  On April 2, 2002 GAMBA was convicted by a federal petit jury of one count of witness tampering and one count of accessory after the fact.  On July 11, 2002, he was sentenced to 5 years probation with a special condition of 6 months of home arrest.  The United States appealed this sentence.  GAMBA is a resident of Missoula.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Josh Van De Wetering prosecuted this case for the United States.
