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LARRY BIXBY IRON HAND SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Billings, on January 14, 2004, before Senior U.S. District Judge Jack D. Shanstrom, LARRY BIXBY IRON HAND appeared for sentencing.  IRON HAND was sentenced to a term of:

IRON HAND was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to aggravated sexual abuse of a minor.  In an Offer of Proof filed by the United States, the government stated it would prove at trial that in May of 2001 the minor reported to a friend that she had been touched inappropriately by her mother’s live-in boyfriend, LARRY BIXBY IRON HAND.  The minor disclosed several instances of sexual touching that occurred when her mother was away from home either in the hospital or out of town for work.   She also reported that some of the touching occurred at her residence on the Northern Cheyenne Indian Reservation.  The touching would begin when she was asleep and incapable of appraising the nature of the conduct or physically incapable of declining participation in, or communicating unwillingness to engage in the sexual contact.  The minor indicated that the contact took place on several different instances beginning in approximately the fall of 2000 through the spring of 2001.



Assistant U.S. Attorney Marcia Hurd prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conduction by the Bureau of Indian Affairs.
