Prison: Possession with intent to distribute methamphetamine - 5 years





 Using or carrying a firearm during and in relation to a drug

MUTH was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to possession with intent to distribute methamphetamine and using or carrying a firearm during and in relation to a drug trafficking crime. 


In an Offer of Proof filed by the United States, the government stated it would prove at trial that in April 2001, in Glendive and Billings, MUTH possessed with intent to distribute more than 50 grams of methamphetamine.  MUTH obtained the methamphetamine in Billings and delivered it to an individual in Glendive.


On July 24, 2001, in Glendive, MUTH knowingly used or carried a firearm during and in relation to a drug-trafficking crime.  MUTH exchanged the firearm for approximately 1.5 grams of methamphetamine.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Jim Seykora prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Federal Bureau of Investigation and the Montana Department of Criminal Investigations.
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
