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ANTHONY GEORGE SANCHEZ SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Billings, on January 15, 2004, before U.S. District Judge Richard F. Cebull, ANTHONY GEORGE SANCHEZ, a 30-year-old resident of Lame Deer, appeared for sentencing. SANCHEZ was sentenced to a term of:

SANCHEZ was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to assault resulting in serious bodily injury.  In an Offer of Proof filed by the United States, the government stated it would prove at trial that on April 19, 2003, the victim in this case arrived at the Emergency Room at the Northern Cheyenne Indian Health Services Hospital seeking medical treatment for a badly broken arm.  The victim reported that she had been assaulted by her boyfriend, ANTHONY SANCHEZ.  The investigation revealed that SANCHEZ had assaulted the victim by striking her with his fists, causing serious injury to her arm.  The victim was holding her infant child when the altercation took place.  


Assistant U.S. Attorney Marcia Hurd prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Bureau of Indian Affairs.
