MARTIN was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to sexual abuse of a minor.  In an Offer of Proof filed by the United States, the government stated it would prove at trial that beginning in February 2002, through August 4, 2002, MARTIN engaged in sexual acts with a twelve-year-old in Wolf Point, which is within the boundaries of the Fort Peck Indian Reservation.


Assistant U.S. Attorney David G. Dennis prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Federal Bureau of Investigation and the Fort Peck Tribal Investigations Unit.
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
