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JAMES VERNON DAY, JR. SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Missoula, on January 15, 2004, before Chief U.S. District Judge Donald W. Molloy, JAMES VERNON DAY, Jr., age 35, appeared for sentencing.  DAY was sentenced to a term of:

DAY was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea being a felon-in-possession of a firearm.  In an Offer of Proof filed by the United States, the government stated it would prove at trial that DAY was convicted in Montana District Court on July 24, 1992 of criminal endangerment, a crime punishable by imprisonment for a term exceeding one year under the laws of the State of Montana.  Day violated his parole and was re-sentenced to eight years imprisonment, with all but two and a half years suspended, on June 23, 1997, in Montana District Court in Billings.


On October 21, 2002, a probation officer in the Thompson Falls District Office of the Montana Department of Corrections searched DAY’s vehicle after placing him in custody for providing a false urine analysis sample.  The officer found a Remington Brand bolt-action rifle as well as several rounds of ammunition in DAY’s vehicle.  


Assistant U.S. Attorney Kris A. McLean prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a conducted by the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms and Explosives.
