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SCOTT EVANS SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

EVANS was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to possession of machine guns.  The United States proved at trial that EVANS knowingly possess the illegal weapons; that the firearms were not registered to him in the National Firearms Registration and Transfer Record; and he also knew that the firearms were illegal machine guns.


On September 4, 1998, law enforcement executed a search warrant at the EVANS’ residence in Eureka, Montana.  During the execution of this search warrant, law enforcement officers discovered the two fully automatic firearms. Prior to execution of the search warrant, EVANS told law enforcement that they would find fully automatic firearms in his residence.  


Assistant U.S. Attorney Kris A. McLean prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a conducted by the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms and Explosives.
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
