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EULALIE NATALIE WHITEHORN SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Great Falls, on January 21, 2004, before U.S. District Judge Sam E. Haddon, EULALIE NATALIE WHITEHORN, a 42-year-old resident of Great Falls, appeared for sentencing. WHITEHORN was sentenced to a term of:

WHITEHORN was sentenced after a 1-day trial where a jury found her guilty of possession with intent to distribute methamphetamine.  The government proved at trial that during early June 2002, an officer with the Great Falls Police Department received information about the location of stolen artwork from thefts that had occurred in Great Falls in March and April 2002.  Although the officer did not find any stolen artwork at the location, he received further information implicating certain individuals.  Further investigation, including the execution of a search warrant at storage units rented by one of the individuals, led to the recovery of some of the stolen artwork.


During the same period, law enforcement received information from a confidential source about WHITEHORN dealing drugs in exchange for stolen property.  The confidential source had purchased methamphetamine from WHITEHORN at her home and had observed large amounts of stolen property.  On the basis of information provided by the confidential source, law enforcement located the house; however, the house was vacant.  A neighbor confirmed that WHITEHORN had lived there, but had moved several months before.  Another person told law enforcement that WHITEHORN had been living in a local motel for approximately two months.


A detective from the Great Falls Police Department and a sergeant from the Cascade County Sheriff’s Office went to the motel to locate WHITEHORN.  During the course of their investigation at the rooms, with WHITEHORN present, officers found a large purse under one of the beds which contained approximately 55 grams of methamphetamine.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Lori Suek prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Great Falls Police Department and the Cascade County Sheriff’s Office.
