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JASY VON BROWN PLEADS GUILTY IN U.S. FEDERAL COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Great Falls, on January 20, 2004, before U.S. District Judge Sam E. Haddon, JASY VON BROWN, also known as Jasy Von Drags Wolf, a 26-year-old resident of Poplar, pled guilty to charges of burglary. Sentencing is set for May 10, 2004.


In an Offer of Proof filed by the United States, the government stated it would prove at trial that on November 13, 2002, when a woman returned home from her place of work she observed that her outside window screen was removed.  Upon entering her house, the woman noticed that her door and door locks were damaged.  The woman entered her house and observed a male, whom she recognized as BROWN, sleeping on her recliner.  The woman called the 911 dispatch center and requested an officer, who subsequently responded and arrested BROWN.  Upon searching BROWN, the officer recovered a cellular telephone and charger, a medication bottle containing Oxycontin and eight necklaces.  All of the items were property of the woman.  BROWN did not have permission to enter the residence, nor to take the woman’s property.  The residence is located in Poplar, which is within the boundaries of the Fort Peck Indian reservation.


He faces possible penalties of 20 years in prison, a $50,000 fine and 3 years supervised release.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Klaus Richter prosecuted the case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Federal Bureau of Investigation and the Fort Peck Tribal Investigations Unit.
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
