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MICHAEL BRIAN SULLIVAN SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Missoula, on January 22, 2004, before Chief U.S. District Judge Donald W. Molloy, MICHAEL BRIAN SULLIVAN appeared for sentencing.  SULLIVAN was sentenced to a term of:

SULLIVAN was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to charges of conspiracy to import ecstacy, hashish and marijuana and failure to appear. During the period of the conspiracy, SULLIVAN conspired with others to import controlled substances, including more than 100 kilograms of marijuana, into the United States from Canada.


During the period of the conspiracy, on July 29, 2000, SULLIVAN participated in the smuggling of approximately 120 pounds of marijuana into the United States from Canada with four other individuals, all of who admitted being involved in a conspiracy with SULLIVAN.


Again, within the period of the conspiracy, on August 17, 2000, SULLIVAN participated in this conspiracy which involved the attempted smuggling of 160 pounds of marijuana into the United States from Canada with the same four individuals and others.


The August 17, 2000 event resulted in the actual smuggling of approximately 68 pounds of marijuana into the United States over the Canadian-Montana border.


The conspiracy involved at least 100 kilograms of marijuana.


On or about July 10, 2001, in Missoula SULLIVAN failed to appear before the United States District Court for the District of Montana for entry of a plea and arraignment, as required by the conditions of his release.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Bernie Hubley prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Bureau of Immigration and Customs and Enforcement.
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
