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JEFFREY SPEELMAN SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

SPEELMAN was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to abusive sexual contact.  In an Offer of Proof filed by the United States, the government stated it would prove at trial that on or about an unknown date beginning in 1998, through May, 2002, at Lame Deer, SPEELMAN knowingly received and possessed child pornography, using various computer equipment in his residence.  During 1991 through 1994, at Lame Deer, SPEELMAN engaged in sexual acts with a female child who had not attained the age of twelve years.  During 2001 through the spring of 2002, in Ashland, SPEELMAN engaged in sexual contact with a female child who had not attained the age of twelve years.


In May 2002, a search warrant was executed at the SPEELMAN’s residence on the Northern Cheyenne Indian Reservation.  Authorities found printed items of child pornography, as well as various items of computer equipment found later to contain images of child pornography.


Another female child was interviewed during the investigation and she reported that SPEELMAN had engaged in improper sexual touching of her during 2001 and continuing until the spring of 2002.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Marcia Hurd prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Federal Bureau of Investigation and the Bureau of Indian Affairs.
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
