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DAVID MAXWELL SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Billings, on January 28, 2004, before U.S. District Judge Richard F. Cebull, DAVID MAXWELL appeared for sentencing. MAXWELL was sentenced to a term of:

MAXWELL was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to possession with intent to distribute methamphetamine.  On October 24, 2002, law enforcement officers possessed a search warrant for a residence in Hardin and were authorized to search for and seize drugs and drug paraphernalia.  MAXWELL was stopped as he left the premises and methamphetamine was found on his person.  MAXWELL had just purchased the methamphetamine from another party living at the residence.  The residence was then searched and the person living there confessed to officers that Maxwell has just purchased from him.  The person also stated that MAXWELL had purchased methamphetamine from him on numerous occasions.  MAXWELL had purchased $250 worth of methamphetamine for distribution as well as his own personal use.  


Assistant U.S. Attorney Jim Seykora prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Drug Enforcement Administration and the Montana Department of Criminal Investigations.
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
