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MATTHEW EVANS DOWD SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Missoula, on January 29, 2004, before Chief U.S. District Judge Donald W. Molloy, MATTHEW EVANS DOWD appeared for sentencing. DOWD was sentenced to a term of:

DOWD was sentenced after a 2-day trial where a jury found him guilty of interstate domestic violence and wilful failure to appear.  During the period of June, 2001 through November, 2001 at Missoula, DOWD conspired with another to possess with the intent to distribute methamphetamine.  DOWD pled guilty to the charge and was given a conditional release prior to the sentencing.  Subsequently, DOWD failed to appear before the U.S. District Court in Missoula for the sentencing as required by the conditions of his release.


Between October, 2002 and December 31, 2002, DOWD kidnaped a female individual for the purpose of assaulting and sexually assaulting her.  The female had previously given information to law enforcement concerning DOWD’s possession and distribution of methamphetamine and his illegal possession of firearms.  Because the female had provided this information to law enforcement, DOWD conspired with another person to retaliate against her.  DOWD subsequently abducted the female from Colorado and transported her to various locations in Montana and Utah.  DOWD also placed the female in fear of her life or serious bodily injury by threatening her with a sawed-off shotgun and other physical violence.  Also, since the female was considered an intimate partner, DOWD’s actions constituted offenses of interstate domestic violence.  


Assistant U.S. Attorney David Dennis prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a conducted by the Federal Bureau of Investigation.
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
