JOHNSON was sentenced after a 2-day trial where a jury found him guilty of being a felon-in-possession of a firearm.  The jury found that JOHNSON was convicted in state court in October of 1994 of a felony: criminal sale of dangerous drugs.  It also found that he knowingly possessed a .25 caliber semi-automatic handgun on or about November 26, 2001 in Great Falls.
