On April 11, 2002 law enforcement performed a search of MARSHALL’s residence and found a .308 caliber lever action rifle which had been stolen in Stillwater County during the course of a residential burglary.  During questioning by law enforcement, MARSHALL admitted to his part in the burglary and theft of the rifle.
