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TERRY LEE WAHL SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Shanstrom, TERRY LEE WAHL, a 37-year-old resident of Circle, appeared for sentencing. WAHL was sentenced to a term of:

WAHL was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to distribution of methamphetamine.  On January 16, 2001, WAHL distributed methamphetamine to undercover informants employed by the Fort Peck Tribes.  WAHL and a co-defendant  approached the undercover informants while they were at a bar in Brockway.  WAHL and the co-defendant agreed to obtain methamphetamine for the informants and WAHL made a telephone call to obtain the drugs.  The co-defendant offered WAHL the use of his vehicle and stayed with the informants while WAHL went to obtain the methamphetamine.  The sale was subsequently completed with the informants purchasing $200 worth of methamphetamine.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Marcia Hurd prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Wolf Point Police Department, the Federal Bureau of Investigation and the Fort Peck Tribal Investigations Unit.
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
