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MORRIS DUANE BUCKLES SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Haddon, MORRIS DUANE BUCKLES, a 38-year-old resident of Great Falls, appeared for sentencing. BUCKLES was sentenced to a term of:

(8 years for the methamphetamine charge)




(4 years for the marijuana charge)


BUCKLES was sentenced after a 1-day trial where a jury found him guilty of possession with intent to distribute methamphetamine and possession with intent to distribute marijuana.  The jury found that on April 25, 2003, at Havre, BUCKLES knowingly possessed methamphetamine and marijuana with the intent to distribute.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Lori Suek prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Great Falls Police Department and the Federal Bureau of Investigation.
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
