ESQUIVEL-MORRA was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to illegal re-entry of a deported alien.  On July 29, 2003, at Havre, ESQUIVEL-MORRA, who had previously been deported in July of 1998 from New York, unlawfully re-entered the United States without receiving permission from the Attorney General of the United States or the Secretary for Homeland Security to apply for re-entry


Assistant U.S. Attorney George Darragh prosecuted this case for the United States.
