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BYRON WAYNE MILLER PLEADS GUILTY IN U.S. FEDERAL COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Billings, on February 13, 2004, before U.S. District Judge Richard F. Cebull, BYRON WAYNE MILLER, a 34-year-old resident of Hardin, pled guilty to charges of conspiracy to possess with intent to distribute methamphetamine.  


MILLER acknowledged that in May of 2000, MILLER and another person traveled to California to obtain 2 pounds of methamphetamine.  They used a vehicle belonging to an innocent third party.  Upon returning to Billings, MILLER stored some of the drugs at a co-defendant’s residence.  MILLER and the other person sold the methamphetamine and also used a small amount.  MILLER admitted to law enforcement that he had obtained the methamphetamine with the intent of distributing it to others.


He faces possible penalties of a mandatory minimum of 20 years to life in prison without parole, an $8,000,000 fine and 10 years supervised release.  The penalties are enhanced due to a prior felony drug conviction in 1995.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Jim Seykora prosecuted the case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Federal Bureau of Investigation, the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms and Explosives and the City County Special Investigations Unit located in Billings.
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
