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CALVIN W. RED THUNDER, JR. SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Great Falls, on February 20, 2004, before U.S. District Judge Sam E. Haddon, CALVIN W. RED THUNDER, JR., a 35-year-old resident of Poplar, appeared for sentencing. RED THUNDER, JR was sentenced to a term of:

RED THUNDER, JR was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to burglary.  On March 31, 2003, Fort Peck tribal officer responded to a call at the B & S Quik Stop in Brockton, as the alarm at the store had been activated.  It appeared that the store had been unlawfully entered.  Upon arrival, the officer met with responsible parties for the business.  The officer took the initial report and collected a “Root Digging Tool” as evidence.  The manager of B & S Quik Stop related that he responded to the store after the alarm at the store was set off.  The manager observed the damage done to the north wall and the condition of the store.  The manager noted that the only item taken from the store was a twelve pack of beer.


The other responsible party advised that she responded to the store after hearing on the police scanner that the alarm was set off at the store.  She had worked the evening shift on March 31, 2003.  She recalled that RED THUNDER, JR and a companion were in and out of the store all day.  She recalled that the companion threatened to break into the store.  She noted that the only item taken from the store was a twelve pack of beer and that the B & S Quik Stop was the only place in Brockton that sold that brand of beer. The tribal officer later located and arrested RED THUNDER, JR and his companion and found items of evidence on their persons.


On April 1, 2003, a criminal investigator interviewed RED THUNDER, JR at the Fort Peck Adult Detention Facility.  RED THUNDER, JR admitted to his involvement of the burglary of the B & S Quik Stop store.  RED THUNDER, JR admitted that a “Root Digging Tool” was used to break a hole into the wall of the store.  RED THUNDER, JR advised that his companion had also been present.


Brockton is located within the boundaries of the Fort Peck Indian reservation.  


Assistant U.S. Attorney KLAUS RICHTER prosecuted this case for the United States.
