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CARL J. MCCOUN RE-SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Billings, on February 20, 2004, before U.S. District Judge Richard F. Cebull, CARL J. MCCOUN, a 54-year-old resident of Billings, appeared for sentencing. MCCOUN was sentenced to a term of:

MCCOUN was re-sentenced after a successful appeal to the 9th Circuit Court of Appeals by MCCOUN regarding the initial sentence he received after his 2002 conviction.  On May 9, 2002, MCCOUN pled guilty to charges of identity theft.  On October 30, 2002, he was sentenced to 5 years in prison, a $100 special assessment, 3 years supervised release, and required to make restitution of $10,704.65 to 4 credit card companies. MCCOUN appealed his sentence.


MCCOUN was indicted as part of a nationwide “sweep,” which involved a cooperative effort between agencies including the United States Secret Service, the Postal Inspection Service, and the Office of Inspector General of the Social Security Administration, as well as state and local law enforcement agencies in Montana. As part of the sweep, the Justice Department brought 62 criminal prosecutions against 122 individuals in 25 districts.


In 2000 and 2001, McCOUN used a relative’s social security number and name to apply for and receive 6 credit cards from businesses, banks and other financial institutions.  He made these applications without authority and he used these cards to charge approximately $12,000 worth of goods and services.


U.S. Attorney Bill Mercer prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a joint effort by the Billings Police Department and the United States Postal Service. 
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
