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FAWN MICHELLE THOMPSON SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

THOMPSON was sentenced in connection with her guilty plea to conspiracy to possess methamphetamine with intent to distribute.  In May of 2000, THOMPSON gave $5000 cash to two co-conspirators for a trip to California to obtain one pound of methamphetamine.  THOMPSON received a half pound of methamphetamine when they returned to Billings.  THOMPSON sold a portion of the methamphetamine to local individuals.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Jim Seykora prosecuted the case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the City County Special Investigations Unit located in Billings and the Federal Bureau of Investigation.   
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
