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RACHEL ANNA LINN SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Molloy, RACHEL ANN LINN, a 24-year-old resident of Seattle, Washington, appeared for sentencing.  LINN was sentenced to a term of:

Incarceration: 30 days in jail; 5 months home arrest

LINN was sentenced in connection with her guilty plea to conspiracy to import marijuana.  Between October 1999, and January 2001, within Montana and other areas, LINN conspired with others to import marijuana into the United States from Canada. 


On October 17, 1999, LINN and other co-conspirators smuggled approximately 14 pounds of marijuana into the United States from Canada. On November 24, 1999, LINN and the other co-conspirators smuggled approximately 18 pounds of marijuana into the United States from Canada.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Paulette Stewart prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Bureau of Immigration and Customs Enforcement and the Bureau of Customs and Border Protection.
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
