DOUGLAS RUNS THROUGH, JR SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Great Falls, on March 9, 2004, before U.S. District Judge Sam E. Haddon, DOUGLAS RUNS THROUGH, JR, a 28-year-old resident of Brockton, appeared for sentencing.  RUNS THROUGH, JR was sentenced to a term of:

RUNS THROUGH, JR was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to sexual abuse of a minor.  In November 1997, RUNS THROUGH, JR and the victim engaged in sexual intercourse in Wolf Point, which is located on the Fort Peck Indian Reservation. 


In July of 1998, the victim gave birth to a child.  Based on DNA analysis performed by the FBI, the probability is 99.99995% that RUNS THROUGH, JR was the father of the child.


RUNS THROUGH, JR was interviewed by a Fort Peck Tribe Criminal Investigator and admitted having sexual intercourse with the victim.


Assistant U.S. Attorney David Dennis prosecuted the case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Fort Peck Criminal Investigations Unit and the Federal Bureau of Investigation.
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
