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THOMAS GONDER SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Billings, on March 10, 2004, before Senior U.S. District Judge Jack D. Shantrom, THOMAS GONDER, age 47, appeared for sentencing. GONDER was sentenced to a term of:

GONDER was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to conspiracy to possess methamphetamine with intent to distribute.  Between June of 2001 and December of 2001, GONDER supplied methamphetamine to two other people for redistribution. More than 50 grams of methamphetamine was distributed during this conspiracy.


Another individual reported that he supplied GONDER with methamphetamine for redistribution during the period of the charged conspiracy. GONDER also admitted being involved in the conspiracy.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Jim Seykora prosecuted the case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Montana Department of Criminal Investigations and the City-County Special Investigations Unit located in Billings.
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
