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CHAD MICHAEL BERGMAN SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Helena, on March 11, 2004, before Senior U.S. District Judge Charles C. Lovell, CHAD MICHAEL BERGMAN, age 22, appeared for sentencing. BERGMAN was sentenced to a term of:

Prison: 8 years, 10 months

Supervised Release: 5 years

Forfeiture: Firearms used in commission of the crime or derived from or as a result of the crime.


BERGMAN was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to conspiracy to possess with intent to distribute methamphetamine and use or possession of a firearm during a drug-trafficking crime.  During the period of the conspiracy, BERGMAN knew another person was engaged in the distribution of methamphetamine and that in furtherance of the distribution that person would accept stolen property, including firearms, in exchange for methamphetamine.


BERGMAN burglarized residences and stole personal property which included multiple firearms.  BERGMAN traded the stolen firearms for methamphetamine which he either used or redistributed to his friends.  The conspiracy involved 50 grams or more of methamphetamine.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Bernie Hubley prosecuted the case for the United States.



The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Bureau of Immigration and Customs Enforcement, the Federal Bureau of Investigation and the High Intensity Drug Trafficking Area Task Force in Helena.
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
