Prison: 11 years, 8 months

Special Assessment: $200

Supervised Release: 5 years

Forfeiture: All and firearms and vehicles used in connection with or derived from proceeds as a result of the crimes.  


RODRIGUEZ was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to conspiracy to distribute methamphetamine and use or possession of firearms during and in relation to a drug trafficking crime.  In March of 2003, RODRIGUEZ obtained methamphetamine for redistribution from others.  RODRIGUEZ subsequently redistributed a quantity of methamphetamine to a co-defendant in exchange for firearms.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Bernie Hubley prosecuted the case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Bureau of Immigration and Customs Enforcement, the Federal Bureau of Investigation and the High Intensity Drug Trafficking Area Task Force in Helena..
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
