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ROBERT ALLEN ROMO SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Billings, on March 12, 2004, before Senior U.S. District Judge Jack D. Shanstrom, ROBERT ALLEN ROMO, age 30, appeared for sentencing. ROMO was sentenced to a term of:

ROMO was sentenced after a 1-day trial where a jury found him guilty of threat against the President.  The jury found that on sometime between October 14-16, 2002, at Glendive, ROMO mailed a letter containing a threat to take the life or do bodily harm to the President of the United States.  ROMO stated in the letter that someone should “put a bullet” in the President’s head, and he was “willing to do it.”  


ROMO was later interviewed by Secret Service agents.  ROMO told the agents that if he met the President of the United States, he would attempt to harm him by either hitting him or shooting him with a “zip” gun.


While being detained at the Dawson County Regional Detention Facility in Glendive, ROMO wrote another letter to the President indicating that ROMO was going to travel to Washington, D.C. to kill him.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Jim Seykora prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a conducted by the United States Secret Service.
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
