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DANIEL OCTAVIO ULLOA RE-SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

On April 16, 2002, ULLOA was found guilty by a federal jury of conspiracy to distribute methamphetamine, possession of methamphetamine with intent to distribute and aiding the use of a firearm during a drug trafficking offense.  On September 4, 2002, ULLOA was sentenced to 30 years in prison, given a $1400 special assessment and 5 years supervised release.  The September 4, 2002 sentencing did not include the mandatory 5-year additional sentence for using a firearm in the commission of the crimes.  ULLOA’s re-sentencing on March 12, 2004 included the additional sentence. 


Assistant U.S. Attorney Jim Seykora prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Drug Enforcement Administration and the Montana Department of Criminal Investigations.
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
