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LYDIA ANN WILSON SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Lovell, LYDIA ANN WILSON, a 55-year-old resident of Helena, appeared for sentencing.  WILSON was sentenced to a term of:

WILSON was sentenced in connection with her guilty plea to 2 misdemeanor counts of theft of government property.  In October of 2001, WILSON was employed by the United States Forest Supervisory Office in Helena.  On October 5, 2001, WILSON, physically altered a Western Union money order that was purchased with funds provided by the U.S. Forest Service.  WILSON altered the Western Union money order to show herself as the payee, and deposited the money order into her personal account at the Helena Community Federal Credit Union.  


On December 7, 2001, WILSON altered a U.S. Postal Service money order, purchased with funds provided by the U.S. Forest Service.  WILSON altered the U.S. Postal Service money order by whiting out both payee and payor designations on the money order.  WILSON inserted her name as the payee and the name of another individual as the payor.  WILSON then deposited the U.S. Postal Service money order into the same personal account.  


Assistant U.S. Attorney David Dennis prosecuted this case for the United States.
