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MARIO EUCEBIO MORALES SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Great Falls, on March 22, 2004, before U.S. District Judge Sam E. Haddon, MARIO EUCEBIO MORALES, a resident of Wapato, Washington, appeared for sentencing. MORALES was sentenced to a term of:

MORALES was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to conspiracy to distribute methamphetamine and distribution of methamphetamine.  Various cooperating witnesses and confidential informants identified MORALES as the source of methamphetamine on the Fort Peck Indian Reservation.  MORALES was identified as the person who supplied others with large amounts of methamphetamine for resale.  A witness accompanied a buyer on several trips to MORALES’ residence in Wapato, Washington, when the buyer purchased methamphetamine and marijuana from MORALES.


Between July 17-23, 2003, MORALES sold more than 230 grams of methamphetamine to a cooperating witness via the United States mail.  MORALES received the money for the narcotics via Western Union and then shipped the narcotics to the witness at Poplar.  


Assistant U.S. Attorney Marcia Hurd prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Federal Bureau of Investigation, the Wolf Point Police Department, the Roosevelt County Sheriff’s Office and the Fort Peck Tribal Investigations Unit.
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
