LEVI SAMUEL LABUFF, SR SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Great Falls, on March 25, 2004, before U.S. District Judge Sam H. Haddon, LEVI SAMUEL LABUFF, SR appeared for sentencing.  LABUFF, SR was sentenced to a term of:

LABUFF, SR was sentenced in connection to his guilty plea to conspiracy to distribute methamphetamine.  Prior to February 7, 2003, investigating officers from the High Intensity Drug Trafficking Area (HIDTA) Task Force in Helena, working in concert with law enforcement officers from Glacier County, learned that an individual would be transporting a load of methamphetamine from Helena to northwestern Montana for distribution. 


During a traffic stop of the individual’s vehicle, more than 500 grams of methamphetamine was seized.


A subsequent search of the vehicle owner’s residence in Helena resulted in the seizure of a “drug ledger” which reflected the acquisition and distribution of methamphetamine over a number of years within the period of the conspiracy.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Bernie Hubley prosecuted the case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort by the Federal Bureau of Investigation, Glacier County Sheriff’s Office and the High Intensity Drug Trafficking Area Task Force in Helena.
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
