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DONALD MARTIN BROWN SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Great Falls, on March 31, 2004, before U.S. Magistrate Judge Carolyn S. Ostby, DONALD MARTIN BROWN appeared for sentencing. BROWN was sentenced to a term of:

Probation: 6 months


BROWN was sentenced in connection to his guilty plea to simple assault.  On September 2, 2002, the male victim attended a party, accompanied by a female.  After leaving the party, the victim and the female proceeded to the female’s home in Wolf Point, which is within the boundaries of the Fort Peck Indian Reservation.  Both were intoxicated and after a short time, the victim fell asleep at the female’s bed.  The following morning, BROWN entered the female’s home and assaulted the victim as the victim awoke. BROWN struck the victim with his fist on the left side of the victim’s face.  The victim was in severe pain, and could not see out of his left eye.  However, the victim could hear BROWN and the female arguing. 


A short time later, BROWN delivered the victim to Trinity Hospital in Wolf Point.  During the drive, BROWN indicated that he had struck the victim, and apologized for doing so. The victim was later transferred to Deaconess Hospital in Billings, where he was treated for a facial fracture.


On September 12, 2002, a special agent with the Federal Bureau of Investigation and a Fort Peck Tribal investigator interviewed BROWN.  During the interview, BROWN stated that he and the female were common-law husband and wife.  BROWN admitted that on September 2, 2002, he entered the female’s house, went to the bedroom and observed the female in bed with the victim.  BROWN stated he knew the victim, but did not immediately recognize him.  BROWN acknowledged he struck the victim with his fist as the victim awoke.  BROWN advised he then recognized the victim, and subsequently drove the victim to Trinity Hospital in Wolf Point. 


Assistant U.S. Attorney David Dennis prosecuted the case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Federal Bureau of Investigation and the Fort Peck Tribal Investigations Unit.
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
