HOADLEY was sentenced in connection to his guilty plea to improper entry by an alien.  On March 14, 2004, HOADLEY attempted to enter the United States at the Sweetgrass Port of Entry on Interstate 15.  HOADLEY was denied entry in to the United States due to improper documents.  


On March 15, 2004, HOADLEY again attempted to enter the United States at the Sweetgrass Port of Entry.  HOADLEY was refused entry in to the United States due to improper documents.


On March 20, 2004, HOADLEY attempted to enter the United States through the Piegan Port of Entry on State Highway 89.  At that time, HOADLEY filled out an Immigration Declaration form and provided false statements in the sworn declaration.  HOADLEY later admitted he provided false statements on the Immigration Declaration form.


Assistant U.S. Attorney  prosecuted the case for the United States.


The investigation was a conducted by the Bureau of Customs and Border Protection.
