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JERAMY OHMSTEDE SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Billings, on April 2, 2004, before U.S. District Judge Richard F. Cebull, JERAMY LEE OHMSTEDE appeared for sentencing. OHMSTEDE was sentenced to a term of:

OHMSTEDE was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to distribution of methamphetamine and being an unlawful user of a controlled substance in possession of a firearm. OHMSTEDE will also forfeit to the United States any and all property derived from any proceeds he obtained directly or indirectly as a result of the violations.  


During the time period of January 2002 through May 2002, OHMSTEDE obtained methamphetamine from another person and redistributed the same to others on numerous occasions.  Also, undercover narcotics officers performed several controlled buys where they purchased methamphetamine directly from OHMSTEDE. 


Law enforcement also executed a search warrant on October 24, 2002 at another residence in Hardin where they located and seized thirteen firearms.  The firearms were located in a portion of the home rented by OHMSTEDE and utilized as his personal residence as well as in his vehicle parked outside the residence.  All of the weapons were manufactured outside the state of Montana and therefore would have had to travel in interstate commerce to arrive in Montana.  Law enforcement also seized $1260 cash which constituted the sale of methamphetamine, and will be forfeited to the United States .  


OHMSTEDE was an unlawful drug user and addicted to methamphetamine and marijuana at the time he possessed the firearms.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Jim Seykora prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Montana Department of Criminal Investigations, the Drug Enforcement Administration and the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms and Explosives.
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
