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WILLIAM T. PETROFF SENTENCED IN U.S. DISTRICT COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Missoula, on April 15 2004, before Chief U.S. District Judge Donald W. Molloy, WILLIAM T. PETROFF, age 48, appeared for sentencing.  PETROFF  was sentenced to a term of:

PETROFF was sentenced in connection with his guilty plea to charges of failure to pay child support.  


in November 1997 and continuing through February of 2003, in Missoula, and other areas, PETROFF failed to pay his child support obligation with respect to his child who resided in a different state than him.  The obligation remained unpaid for a period longer than two years and was greater than $10,000.


PETROFF lived in a state other than Montana during the pendency of the support obligation.  PETROFF had notice of his support obligation and failed to pay that support since 1997.  PETROFF is currently in arrears in excess of $40,000.  During the time period, PETROFF was employed by various companies and corporations, had bank accounts and funds with which to pay his support obligation.


Because there is no parole in the federal system, the “truth in sentencing” guidelines mandate that PETROFF will likely serve all of the time imposed by the court.  In the federal system, PETROFF does have the opportunity to earn a sentence reduction for “good behavior.”  However, this reduction will not exceed 15% of the overall sentence.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Marcia Hurd prosecuted this case for the United States.


The investigation was a cooperative effort between the Montana Child Support Enforcement Division and the Inspector General’s Office for the United States Department of Health and Human Services.
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
