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RICHARD MUNDT PLEADS GUILTY IN U.S. FEDERAL COURT

Bill Mercer, United States Attorney for the District of Montana, announced today that during a federal court session in Billings on April 28, 2004, before Senior U.S. District Judge Jack D. Shanstrom, RICHARD MUNDT a resident of Billings, pled guilty to charges of felon-in-possession of a firearm and possession of ammunition. Sentencing is set for August 4, 2004, at 9:00 a.m.  MUNDT is currently detained.


In an Offer of Proof filed by the United States, the government stated it would prove at trial that on or about October 7, 2003, at Billings, RICHARD MUNDT, having been convicted of a felony crime, that is, felon-in-possession of firearms, in the United States District Court for the District of Montana in Billings, on June 30, 1994, did knowingly possess, in and affecting interstate or foreign commerce at least six firearms and 54 rounds of ammunition.


He faces possible penalties of 10 years in prison, a $250,000 fine and 3 years supervised release for possession of firearms.  He faces possible penalties of 10 years in prison, a $250,000 fine and 3 years supervised release for possession of ammunition.


Assistant U.S. Attorney Ed Laws prosecuted the case for the United States.


The investigation was conducted by the Bureau of Alcohol, Tobacco, Firearms and Explosives.
